Pastor Joseph preached 
“Be A Gatherer, Not A 
Scatterer” using Rev. 
9:6-11 and John 10:10. 
Our God is a building 
God. When things are 
going bad for us, God 
causes all things to work 
together for good. The 
devil was an angel who 
rebelled. He fell and one 
third of the angels fell 
with him. The devil 
destroys and tears things 
down. It’s easier to tear 
things down instead of 
building them up. It takes 
constant upkeep to keep 
something up which has 
been up. The destroyer 
(devil) mentioned in Rev. 
9 wants to destroy people 
and separate them from 
God. The name over the 
door of a church will not 
save you. You can go to 
church for years and be 
lost if the blood of Jesus 
Christ hasn’t been 
applied to your life. You 
must let the blood change 
you. Stop being a 
destroyer and start 
building up. Resist the 
devil. Resist his 
influence and keep 
going. We should build 
ourselves up by praying 
in the Holy Ghost. Build 
on the Rock “Jesus 
Christ, the chief corner 
stone.” 

Pastor Joseph preached 
“Get With The Program” 
using Luke 1-49. God 
foreknows everything. 
He knows the past, 
present, and future. 
When God says “Depart 
from me. I never knew 
you”, you never had a 
relationship with Him. 
Whose side are you on? 
You need to get with the 
program. Water baptism 
is part of the covenant. If 
you don’t have that, 
you’re not part of the 
program. We are in a 
relationship with God. 
That is the program. You 
can lose your salvation 
by doing evil and not 
good. ‘Once saved, 
always saved’ is a 
falsehood. What every 
soul needs is a personal 
relationship with God. 
That is the program. The 
power of God is 
miraculous. God is 
calling to us to get with 
the program and begin to 
talk to people about the 
Lord. Don’t let what 
someone calls you bother 
you. God wants you to 
desire to be a part of the 
program. One day we 
will have to answer to 
God for everything in our 
lives. God wants us to be 
like Him.
