Revelation 12: 7-8.There 
was war in Heaven 
between Michael and his 
angels and the dragon 
(the devil) and his 
angels. The devil used to 
be a righteous angel but 
he got puffed up and 
thought himself higher 
than God. This caused 
war and the devil was not 
strong enough to prevail, 
so he lost his place in 
Heaven. That victory can 
happen inside us too. We 
have the authority and 
mind of Jesus. Our carnal 
nature is our worst 
enemy. We must die out 
to the things of this 
world. If our carnal 
desires mean more to us 
than the things of God, 
we will die spiritually. 
We must tell our carnal 
nature �Hit the road, 
Jack.�  We are born in 
sin and are bound for 
hell. We all must hear the 
Gospel (the Truth) and 
turn from sin�die out to 
sin. When you are 
baptized and come out of 
the water, you are a new 
man. When you receive 
the Holy Ghost, God 
begins a lot changes you, 
including changing your 
wants and desires!
