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Sunday AM 
Pastor Joseph preached “These Signs” from Mark 16:14-18 & Acts 28:1-9.  When 
you don’t understand a verse in the scriptures, it is helpful to look for another verse 
to explain it. Paul (in Acts) did not deliberately pick up and handle a snake. That 
would not be of God. We do have power over the devil, but we must not tempt 
God by drinking poison or handling snakes. If something like this should happen 
to us unintentionally, God can deliver us. God does not want us to chase or follow 
after signs, yet, “these signs shall follow them that believe” (Mark 16:17). When 
the unbelievers see these signs, it will communicate to them. These signs are still 
being given today—people are being healed, and demons are being cast out. 
  

Sunday PM 
Pastor Joseph preached “Glory” from Exodus 33:13-19 & 34:5-8. In the Bible the 
glory of mankind is likened to a flower that flourishes, and then passes away, but 
the glory of the Lord is eternal. When Moses asked the Lord to show him His 
glory, God proclaimed His own name as part of the process. God’s attributes, 
power, glory, authority, etc., are all bound up in the name of the Lord. As such, 
God’s glory is in His church, for He has given the church His name. His name, 
YHWH (“Yahweh”) is translated as “I Am.” When His name of YHWH-Savior is 
translated from Hebrew to Aramaic to Greek to Latin to English, it is JESUS. 
“Jesus” means “Yahweh is Savior!” or “I AM Salvation!” Whatever we need, He 
is! When we are filled with the Holy Ghost, we are filled with the “Spirit of 
glory.” God looked down through ages and made a way for man to be saved. He 
manifested Himself in flesh and came as a little baby. Jesus is the “Saviour of the 
world.” Jesus can set you free from sin. Come to Him, repent, and be baptized in 
His name. Let Him fill you with the Spirit of glory.
