For the oncoming Memorial Day, Pastor Joseph preached a deliberately untitled
message from Joshua 4:1-9 & Isaiah 52:13-53:5. He tied the namelessness of the
sermon to the unknown soldier (and gave history of the memorial Tomb of the
Unknowns in DC) as well as relating it to the memorial for a nameless “unknown
god” in Acts 17. It is a grievous fact that the horrors of war can leave a soldier’s
corpse unidentified. It is even more saddening that the one true God and Savior
should remain unknown to scores of lost souls. Let us not leave them unaware of
his glorious name—JESUS! Isaiah’s prophecy reveals two “suffering servants”—
the nation of Israel, and (from among them) the Messiah (the Lord Jesus). Many
soldiers suffered and died as servants, yet are unknown (unrecognized). We must
keep the name of Jesus sacred and make sure others know His name and His
sacrifice for mankind. We must let others know why our “would be” memorial
(His tomb) is empty. Just as stones from the Jordan formed a memorial in Joshua
4, we are to be “lively stones” forming a memorial unto the Lord Jesus Christ!
