Sunday AM — “Something More For You” Crusade 
Pastor Joseph preached “The Box, The Lid, The Contents” from II Chron. 5:10. 
The ancient Ark of the Covenant (the box) was the icon of the Mosaic Covenant, 
and the symbol God’s presence and glory among the Hebrew people. Jesus is 
God’s express image (manifestation in flesh), and the appointed icon of our 
covenant. The lid is the mercy seat. We can experience God’s mercy and enter His 
covenant. We are complete in Him. He’s our box, our lid on the box, and all the 
“contents” in the box! When the Judge of All asks you how you plead, say, “I 
plead the blood!” Jesus shed His blood to pay for our sins. The Lord knows every 
sin we’ve committed. He wants to have a relationship with us where He knows us 
and we know Him. God would rather give us grace and mercy, than wrath and 
punishment. He leaves the choice to us. He’s just waiting for us to reach out to 
Him. We need to be in a covenant relationship with God—a mutual agreement 
based on mutual good, benefit, love, and commitment with Him. 
  

Sunday PM — “Something More For You” Crusade 
Bro Elijah Crites preached “The Devil Can’t Take My Song” from Psalm 137:1-4. 
When life gives us troubles and we fell like giving up, but we must take a stand 
and not let the devil take our song. Pastor Pascal Crites preached “On the Wings of 
the Supernatural” from Isaiah 6:1-4. We aren’t going to get to the supernatural 
until we let God break us. If God is breaking you, it’s because He’s taking you to a 
new place in the supernatural. Jesus is God almighty manifest in the flesh. We 
must have the revelation that there is only one God and His name is Jesus. The 
fullness of the Godhead is all in Him. There is power in the name of Jesus. His 
presence is magnificent, marvelous, beautiful and wonderful! “Holy, holy, holy, is 
the Lord of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory” (Isaiah 6:3). God can bring 
us into the supernatural while we are shouting praise to Him. It’s then when the 
glory of the Lord will come down, and God’s angels will be in our midst.
