Special Prayer Needs Featured Verse

Pastor Doug Joseph preached “Appeal To Caesar, Part 2” from Acts 25:7-12. The
Mosaic Law teaches us that a man cannot be prosecuted without eyewitnesses, and
the accused is to be able to face his accusers and defend himself. Both Felix and
Porcius Festus (Roman rulers) could find no fault in Paul, yet to please the Jews
they kept him imprisoned. It was God’s will for Paul to preach the gospel in Rome
in front of Gentile rulers including Caesar. Because certain of the Jews had plotted
to kill Paul at Jerusalem, Festus took Paul to Caesarea under guard. He soon
brought Paul before the judgment seat for a hearing. Many Jews falsely accused
Paul but they could not prove a charge because none of them were eyewitnesses.
When Paul was pressured to go back to Jerusalem to be tried, he instead appealed
to Caesar. (That was his right as a Roman citizen.) Our US citizenship is valuable,
but citizenship in God’s Kingdom, and church membership, are utterly essential.
